Update and Revision:  

Celebrate Reformation Month:  

"A Mighty Work of God" - Though an Imperfect and Incomplete Work
"Reformation" of Rome, or "Separation" from Rome ?

The October 21 announcement published below generated some comments of reproof.  The subject of the Reformation 

and the prominent individuals of that period, is more than can be fully addressed here, and well beyond my present ability.  

The criticisms received led to more study, using both on-line and printed sources.  The Reformation was transformational 

in Western Civilization, and therefore in world history.  Without the Reformation, we might well still be living more directly 

under the tyranny of Rome in both theological as well as in civil government matters.  The ongoing Jesuit-led Counter-Reformation and New World Order of our day are purposed to take us back to Romish tyranny, this time on a global scale.  

The Vatican's Ecumenical Movement is one key stratagem of this anti-Christ agenda, which has drawn in many Christians, particularly through the concept of becoming "co-belligerents" in the American Culture Wars (e.g., the "Manhattan Declaration" ecumenical abomination).  This is un-Biblical and disobedient to God's commandments (e.g., 2 Corinthians 6:14-18, KJB).  

A fundamental principle of warfare is:  KNOW YOUR ENEMY.  However, in the U.S., American evangelicals must first IDENTIFY their historic, centuries-long, enemy - the false "church" of ROME.

It is my belief that Rome is using the so-called "Pro-Life Movement" in the United States to encourage Bible-believing Christians to un-Biblically yoke with Romanists, in Rome's ongoing Ecumenical emphasis articulated in the Second 

Vatican Council (1962-1965), which is, again, really just one modern stratagem of the ongoing, Jesuit-led Counter-

Reformation to destroy the Bible-believing churches and Christians, launched at the Council of Trent (1545-1563).  

While many (erroneously) believe the Roman Catholic hierarchy to be "pro-life"; what is now well-documented, 

while counter-intuitive, is the repeated opposition of the U.S. Roman Catholic Bishops to State-level Personhood 

legislation to END the 20th/21st century "Abortion Inquisition" against pre-birth human beings.  As Ronald N. Cooke 

states in his scholarly work, "Antichrist Exposed" (2002, p. 498), "The Jesuits have been out to Romanize America ...".  Incredibly (and without an historical understanding of the blood shed by Rome of Christian believers over the centuries, unbelievably), I believe the plan of Rome, in addition to supporting the increase of the Roman Catholic population in 

America through illegal immigration (with the documented support of Roman Catholic Bishops), is to simultaneously 

also support the decrease of the non-Catholic population in America by perpetuating "abortion" de-population.  

The net result of both pernicious stratagems is the increased Romanization of America.

As stated by Dr. Alan Cairns, a minister of the Free Presbyterian Church, "The Protestant Reformation was a mighty work of God".  In an insightful, historically rich, and prophetic sermon (10/24/2004), Dr. Cairns speaks of both the good fruit, as well as his view of the failures, of the Protestant Reformation.  There is need for a great spiritual work in our day, in America, and in the whole West.  The Reformation was a monumental work, but also 

an imperfect and an incomplete work.  Further reform, if not "separation", is needed in our own day.  Perhaps instead of a vision in the 1500's of a great "Reformation" of Rome's False Church, a vision for greater "Biblical Separation" 

(2 Corinthians 6:14-18, KJB) would have yielded even greater spiritual fruit over time.  Further reformation is needed in our own day, or still, even now, "separation".  Through the centuries, there have been many separated groups of 

Christian believers - for example, the Waldenses (the Vaudois), the Albigenses, Paulicians, Wycliffites, Hussites and many others.  [ "The Trail of Blood", by J.M. Carroll (1858-1931), and "The Pilgrim Church", by E.H. Broadbent, 1931, are two sources from which to learn about these pre- and post-Reformation separated Christian groups.]  Contrary to the propaganda of the apologists for Rome, it is not true that there was no other "church" besides the Church of Rome prior to the Reformation in the 1500's.  The Bible-believing church has existed since Pentecost in the First Century, 

not only since the Protestant Reformation.     

In my view, one of the failures of the Reformation was to continue the un-Biblical practice of infant baptism, which continues to this day in the Protestant denominations among Lutherans, Episcopalians, Methodists, and many if not most Presbyterians, as well as in the false church of Rome.  Some, not all, of the Protestant denominations believe 

in baptismal regeneration.  Perhaps the best scriptural evidence of the need for saving faith prior to the act of obedience which is believer's baptism, is seen in Acts 8:35-38, KJB.

In any case, the faith and courage of men like Latimer, Tyndale, and Luther, who stood in a day when the institutions 

of the organized "church" and the state were interconnected, when the civil power (the power of the "sword") was used 

to enforce doctrinal matters, are incredible examples for us in our own day.  I greatly admire the life testimony of these Reformation-period men.  Latimer and Tyndale became Christian martyrs, each burned at the stake, and Luther was excommunicated from the Roman church, and his life placed in great danger, though kept safe by the providence and sovereign Lordship of Almighty God, Who reigns over heaven and earth.  "For God is the King of all the earth: ..." 

(Psalm 47:7, KJB), not Rome, not the devil.

Latimer, Tyndale, and Luther are the three Reformation-period men whose lives were celebrated October 10, 17, and 24 in the worship center building of the Faith Free Presbyterian Church (http://faithfpc.org/), Greenville, South Carolina:

Martin Luther (1483 – 1546) - Martin Luther returned to the teaching of the Scriptures of justification by faith alone, "... 

                                                 Showing how salvation is not through the intervention of the Church, but that every man has 

                                                 direct access to God and finds salvation through faith in Christ and obedience to His Word.  

                                                 He was laid hold of by the teaching of Scripture that salvation is by the grace of God, through 

                                                 faith in Jesus Christ, and not obtained by our own works." [ "The Pilgrim Church", by E.H. 

                                                 Broadbent, 1931, p.160 ].  His 95 Theses against certain teachings and practices of Roman 

                                                 Catholicism were posted on the door of the church at Wittenberg on October 31, 1517, 

                                                 launching what is known today as the Protestant Reformation.  Martin Luther stood before 

                                                 the Diet at Worms, in 1521, which was presided over by Charles V, emperor of the "Holy" [sic] 

                                                 Roman Empire, and attended by dukes, princes, and other civil ministers, as well as arch-

                                                 bishops and bishops of the Roman Catholic Church, and he refused to recant what he had

                                                 written in his books and writings.  Although the Pope had issued a Bull excommunicating Luther

                                                 (which Luther burned publicly at Wittenberg in 1520), and although Luther was condemned
                                                 as an outlaw by the Emperor, God who reigns over all the earth and over all mankind protected 

                                                 Martin Luther from both, and Luther lived another nearly 25 years, before his death in 1546.

Diet of Worms, August

The next day, the herald brought him from his lodging to the emperor's court, where he abode until six o'clock, for that the princes were occupied in grave consultations; abiding there, and being environed with a great number of people, and almost smothered for the press that was there.  Then after, when the princes were set, and Luther entered, Eccius, the official, spake in this manner:  "Answer now to the Emperor's demand.  Wilt thout maintain all thy books which thou hast acknowledged, or revoke any part of them, and submit thyself?"    

Martin Luther answered modestly and lowly, and yet not without some stoutness of stomach, and Christian constancy.  Considering your sovereign majesty, and your honors, require a plain answer; this I say and profess as resolutely as I may, without doubting or sophistication, that if I be not convinced by testimonies of the Scriptures  (for I believe not the pope, neither his general Councils, which have erred many times, and have been contrary to themselves),  my conscience is so bound and captivated in these Scriptures and the Word of God, that I will not, nor may not revoke any manner of thing; considering it is not godly or lawful

to do anything against conscience. Hereupon I stand and rest: I have not what else to say. God have mercy upon me!"
