URGENT (SC)

June 21, 2011 (Corrected and Revised June 28, 2011)

Question:  Will SC House Republicans vote for "Early Voting" if the SC Senate will pass 

                   the Personhood Act (S.616) ??? 

1. The SC Legislature adjourned its 2011 Regular Session on Thursday, June 2, with plans to come back for a special session beginning June 14 (possibly through July 1), primarily to finish the State Budget, and vote on 

Re-districting (for SC House, SC Senate, and SC's (now) seven U.S. Congressional Districts after the 2010 Census).

2. Gov. Haley also wants progress on SC Government Restructuring bills, however her move to demand the 

SC Legislature come back before June 14 to do that was thwarted by a Senator Glenn McConnell (R-Charleston, President Pro Tempore of the Senate) lawsuit, decided in his favor by the SC Supreme Court. 

3. Today (Tuesday, June 21) the SC Legislature began the second week of the special session, and theoretically,

both the SC House and the SC Senate could, by a 2/3 vote, take up Gov. Haley's Government Restructuring legislation.

However, one of the main reasons the SC Democrats are refusing to do so is because they did not get what they were looking for on another piece of legislation referred to as "Early Voting".  The SC House Republicans have thus far refused to give the Democrats the "Early Voting" legislation they seek, and so this is one of the main reasons why Democrats are refusing to give Gov. Haley what she wants regarding Government Restructuring (H.3066).

4. Here's the proposal:  

Will SC House Republicans vote for "Early Voting" if the SC Senate will pass the Personhood Act (S.616) ???
5. The first step is to secure agreement from the SC House Republicans, that if the Senate passed the Personhood Act (S.616), then the SC House Republicans would agree to pass "Early Voting".  Then, if the 

SC House Republicans agree to that, the next step is to work on members of the SC Senate, Republican 

and Democrat, to pass the Senate version of the Personhood Act (S.616) - which has 17 co-sponsors, and 

two other Senate supporters, for a total of 19 supporters in the 46 member Senate (half would be 23).

It would seem that a good place to begin lobbying the SC House Republicans would be those who are already 

co-sponsors of the House version of the Personhood Act of South Carolina (H.3945).  There are 50 co-sponsors 

of H.3945 in the 124-seat (presently 123 seated, one vacancy) SC House (a majority would be 62).  Of these 50 

co-sponsors, 46 are Republicans.  The SC House overall has 75 Republicans and 48 Democrats (and one vacancy).
