2.  Senator Lee Bright (District #12, Greenville-Spartanburg) introduced the 
     SC Personhood Amendment (S.719) most recently, in 2015.
      The Personhood Amendment proposes to amend the South Carolina State Constitution 
      whereby it would explicitly recognize the God-given, unalienable right to life of every human
      being as a legal “person” beginning at conception (fertilization) in South Carolina law. 
      SC Senate bill S.719, introduced by Senator Lee Bright (R-Greenville-Spartanburg), states:

       “… The privileges and immunities of citizens of South Carolina and the United States shall not 
       be abridged, so that no person shall be deprived of life without due process of law, nor shall 
       any person be denied the equal protection of the laws. These rights shall extend to both born 
       and preborn persons beginning at conception."

3.  Senator Bright’s SC Personhood Amendment (S.719) made more progress
     in the SC Senate in the 2015-2016 Session than any personhood legislation 
     has in the last 18 years since personhood legislation first introduced in 1998. 
        Synopsis of Personhood Amendment progress in 2015-2016 SC Legislative Session

In the 2015-2016 SC Legislative Session, the SC Personhood Amendment (S.719) has made more progress in the SC Senate than any previous personhood legislation in the last 18 years since first introduced in February 1998.  On March 17, 2016, S.719 passed favorably out of a
a Judiciary Subcommittee chaired by Senator Bright; and on April 12, 2016, S.719 passed favorably out of the full Judiciary Committee, albeit with a minority report unfavorable; and 
was placed on the Senate Calendar on April 14, 2016.  On May 11, 2016, a roll call Vote to set S.719 for Special Order received the support of over a majority of the Senators voting, but nevertheless failed the 2/3 vote required by just four votes: 24 Aye - 16 Nay - 2 "Present".  The regular 2016 SC Legislative Session ended June 2, 2016 without the necessary 2/3 members 
of the SC Senate voting to allow We the People to vote in the November 8, 2016 General Election with this proposed constitutional amendment on the ballot.  RE-ELECT SENATOR
